Conventional front screens operate with low contrast ratios
in the range of 2-3:1 at 500 LUX ambient light and are
traditionally associated with dark rooms, curtains and
window blinds, resulting in eyestrain and poor concentration.
The Supernova One is the world’s first and only front projec-
tion screen to break the 15:1 contrast barrier in bright rooms,
which is the empirical standard for acceptable contrast.
